Transitive and Intransitive Verbs

A transitive verb requires a direct object and has an additional feature in the past tense.

e.g. the verb 45 in the past tense is used with an object —
A sl 55?1, H 2l Hﬂ, A wa{lu Hffj Here, 5-518, 2l and Wl are the objects.
Transitive Verbs include verbs like WL, 'lﬂ, AW, C{'Rl, °<->’1, 82, 4§, A\, a,

An Intransitive Verb may have a subject but does not require a direct object in the past
tense e.g. & HIS| B, A WAEl €S, RNA You &AL, uilal elle Mo, [Rcllot AR
AL, 30l dRdll 2lvA, etc.

Transitive Verbs also affect the personal pronouns

2nd d becomes X remains the same
